Open-ended play allows
children to explore, wonder
and create, which is the
foundation for learning. We
come into the world with an
intense interest in our new
environment, and play is the
avenue for cognitive, social-
emotional and physical
development in young
children.

Why Waldorf?

Today's research tells us that the first five years of a child’s
life are critical to their health and well-being. These years
create a trajectory in terms of interest in learning and self-
actualization. Science has also shown us that the more
senses used in learning (touch, movement, balance, smell,
taste, hearing, sight, and sense of the other) the stronger

the neural network and brain development.

Worldwide, early childhood educators recognized the
importance of the early year experiences before current
science validated their work, and the first early childhood
educators provided young children with opportunities for
open-ended, creative play. Waldorf early childhood
educators recognize the same wonder and instinctual
engagement in young children that Jean Piaget saw. Yet,
Waldorf educators go one more step, and that is to honor
the child’s stages of development and protect their
childhood.

and circle with movement, song and verse. The Early Years
program offers children a rich environment for exploration
and play, and provides parents support in creating a
healthy home life to create a solid foundation for children

and family life.

Daily Rhythm

Arrival -

Our time together begins with free play for the children while parents/caregivers practice silent observation for the first 15-20
minutes. The children play in the comfort of a home-like environment with natural and simple materials. The simplicity leaves the
children free to imagine how to meet their own needs and to create their own scenarios and intentions. Children younger than
four see the world from their center and they play alongside other children, observing others but sharing and interactive play
will just be starting. While the children continue to play, parents may share their observations and questions, with input from the
teacher, and enjoy some quiet conversation or help with simple purposeful work (preparing snack or folding laundry). You will
be surprised by what you can observe when not distracted, and this observation supports your parenting more than you will
know.

Welcome Circle & Story -

Teachers will sing to invite parents/caretakers and children for a simple circle and story around the circle rug. The circle will
focus on nature or the season. Parents join the circle helping their child to move, sing and laugh with the group. The story is told
using puppets to provoke interest and inspire imagination. This is a special time to enjoy being with your child, and experience
how they will imitate what they see and what you do. Song and verse is foundational literacy, while the joy of movement
supports physical development. All of it feeds the architecture of the developing brain.

Snack Time -

A simple and healthy snack is provided by the school, with consideration for allergies. The children sit at the table with teachers
and with their parents immediately behind them. The snack is served following a simple verse (blessing) to offer appreciation
and gratitude. Parents are asked to model very quiet voices for simple, young child-appropriate conversation. This type of
experience supports socialization (development of social skills) needed to engage in life for the children. When the children
finish eating, they will take their dish and spoon to the dishwashing station and scrape, wash and rinse them. This simple "habit
forming” is a beginning of what Waldorf education calls “will work”, and starting this simply and early with ease and comfort sets
the foundation of a sense of “we just do what is needed to take care of our home and others.”

Outdoor Play -

Children will have opportunity for open-ended exploration and play in the Early Years yard where opportunities abound. Be
prepared for your child to get wet or even muddy. Outdoor play provides opportunity to climb a hill or push the cart up the hill,
use the mud kitchen, dig or build in the sandbox and look for fresh eggs laid by our chickens. These sensory experiences
support the neural networking in your child’s brain development.

Goodbye -

Our time together will close with a song, goodbyes and the smile of knowing we will return again the next week.

The Parent Study Group is open to adults only - parents of children, o,

infancy through 8 years.

A Brief History of Waldorf Education

Waldorf education was founded at the time of a reformation
in education and reflects theory in line with the founder,
Rudolf Steiner's predecessors John Locke, Jean Jacques
Rousseau (stages of education), Johann Heinrich Pestalozzi
(the “whole” child), and Friedrich Froebel (all life should be
seen as school and so named “kindergarten” or children’s
garden). You can see the commonalities between Waldorf
education and the work of Maria Montessori, Loris Malaguzzi
(Regio Emilia) and John Dewey (the Progressive Movement
in America) relative to hands-on or active learning. Steiner s
vision aligned with his contemporaries in that education
should begin where the learner is; whatever the child brings
to the educational experience is to be worked with, not
against. Yet Steiner's vision also included the intention for
graduates to not only have skills and knowledge but to be
able to “read life” and engage in life with an interest in fellow
human beings and life-long learning. At the Waldorf School
Orange County, the teachers strive to model, lead, guide and
teach with the qualities of enthusiasm, art in all forms,
purpose and joy. This begins in the early years.

FAQs

What is the difference between Playgroup and Bridge classes?

They differ only in that the Bridge classes provide an opportunity for the children to play
independently, (for a portion of the class), under the guidance of our teachers, while parents
meet nearby for a study about Waldorf and parenting.

Can | purchase more than one Playgroup session at a time?

Yes. Sessions may be purchased one at a time or all together at a discount. Classes fill very
quickly, we encourage you to sign up for more than one session at once if you are considering
it. We don't want you to be disappointed if classes fill for the next session before you are
registered!

What happens if | have to miss a class?

No problem! We recognize that there are going to be days when you are not able to make it.
Since our Playgroup curriculum is play-based, there are not concerns about missing a class. Itis
the overall rhythm of attendance that is important. There are no “make-up” days offered.

Can another adult bring my child to class?
Certainly. We are happy for either parent, grandparent, nanny, or friend to bring your child. In
fact, it is a lovely way to introduce that person to the Waldorf School curriculum.

May I join a Bridge class mid-year?
If there is space remaining in a Bridge class, we welcome a new student at a pro-rated fee.

When do we apply for Nursery or Pre-Kindergarten?

It happens very quickly! The deadline for application for the next fall occurs in January each
year. This deadline is important to note as our Nursery and Pre-Kindergartens fill each year and
we want to be certain that we can welcome our Early Years and Nursery students first.
